Approval of November 18, 2014 minutes – Rhonda Stone

Becky reported that she made an addition to the November 18, 2014 minutes.  She added an affiliate report by Tammy Solaris, United Support Services.  At that meeting Ms. Solaris reported that they had a significant increase in clients due to an increase in the number of schools served.  They have 80 clients on a waiting list.  Upon reviewing the minutes from the November 18, 2014 meeting, a motion was made to approve the minutes as presented and the motion received a second.  A unanimous vote of approval followed.

Advocate’s Report – Mandy Crowder
a.  Recruitment – Mandy advised everyone that Susan Meeks’ position on the LHRC 
Committee expires on June 30 and she had decided not to seek reappointment for another term.  Providers were asked to contact Mandy with the names of persons interested in serving on the committee.  The open position is for a consumer/client.  Potential members can be interviewed at the May 12 meeting and could be appointed by the State Human Rights Committee at their August meeting.  She would like to fill this position as soon as possible to avoid a break in having a complete committee.

LHRC committee member terms are for three years and members can serve two consecutive terms.  Potential committee members must have transportation available.  There are four quarterly meetings during the year that they need to attend with the possibility of having other Special Called Meetings.  Please contact either Mandy or Becky to get an application for potential committee members.  The committee is required to have two consumers, one medical professional, a family member, a professional and interested parties

Affiliate Requests – Rhonda Stone
a. Another Beginning, Inc. - Anita Hairston with Another Beginning, Inc. told 

committee members that they are located at 939 Starling Avenue, Martinsville.  Another Beginning, Inc. will provide mental health skill building services either in the home or out in the community.  Referrals will come from a variety of sources.  They currently have a part-time clinical person and are looking for a case manager.  A motion was made to approve this affiliation request from Another Beginning, Inc.  The motion received a second and a unanimous vote of approval followed.  
b. Lovenhappiness Residential, LLC – Clarence Shelton told committee members

that his organization plans to open a group home for men and women at 150 Parkview Avenue off Summit Road.  They are currently in the licensing process.  Ms. Crowder asked Mr. Shelton to contact her at her office so she can to determine where he is in the licensing process.  Lovenhappiness will return to the LHRC to request affiliation at a later date.

Other
a.  Affiliate reports:

Branches of Hope – James Esters reported that they had two deaths this year, both from natural causes.  One death was attributed to cancer and the other was due to unknown causes.
It’s About Time – Susan Burnley reported that they have had no incidents and nothing to report.
National Counseling – Joseph Pratt reported that they have had no complaints, restraints or incidents to report.  They serve 56 clients in Martinsville and 31 in Lynchburg.  They had one death attributed to medical issues.

Blue Ridge Counseling – Amanda Estep reported that they have no incidents to report.
Stepping Stones – Pam Pritchett reported that they had one injury that occurred when a consumer stepped from the van.  The client suffered a broken leg.
Memorial Hospital of Martinsville – Donna Hodges reported that they have had nothing to report.

Community Alternatives – Cynthia Bradford reported that they have no incidents to report.
PARC – Henry Ayers reported that they had a medical emergency related to a consumer’s glucose level dropping while on an outing.   They had no other incidents to report.
Pioneer Health Services – Lois Barbour introduced Tina Woods, a new staff member.  They had no incidents to report.

Lovnhappiness Residential, LLC – Clarence Shelton reported that they are in the process of opening a new group home for men and women at 150 Parkview Avenue off Summit Road.  They are currently working on their license and will affiliate at a later date. 
Mayo Residential – Mary Menefee reported that they have had one incident and currently serve five individuals.

Mainstream – Krista Mobley reported that they are currently not serving anyone in our service area.
Life Stages Inc. – Torey Morris reported that they have had no incidents or complaints.

Another Beginning, Inc. – Anita Hairston reported that they have nothing to report.  They were approved for affiliation earlier at this meeting.
Phoenix, LLC. – Rochelle Potter reported that they have had one client death attributed to natural causes.  The client was not receiving services at the time of death.  

East Mental Health – Carol Walker reported that they had no incidents to report.

Family Preservation – Charlotte Runyon reported that Family Preservation had no incidents to report.

United Support Services – Jessica Rill reported that they currently serve 87 clients and had two restraints to report.

Piedmont Community Services – Ron Hairston reported that the agency has expanded its Patrick County Office and will host an open house there on March 10, 11:00 – 2:00 pm.  They will also host a Patrick County Chamber of Commerce Business After Hours on March 17, 5:30-7:00 pm.  Ron invited everyone to both events and said it would be an excellent opportunity to meet the Patrick County staff.   Becky will send everyone an invitation to the open house and information regarding the Business After Hours.
ATIBA – Lorie Bixby reported that they serve six clients and have had no incidents to report.  
Trinity Support – Teressa Hairston reported that they had nothing to report. 

Strengthening Our System – Stephanie Bakely reported that they serve five clients and had no incidents to report.  
Goodwill Industries of the Valley – Ricketta Ricketts reported that Lynda Edghill is no longer with Goodwill and that Shannon Moore is now in that position.  She also reported that Goodwill has implemented new behavior guidelines for clients.  She had no incidents to report.
